Food Services Specifications

o Vending Equipment Controllers: Designed to control cold drink machines dispensing non-perishable items. Controllers must include passive infrared sensor to turn off lighting
and control compressor when area is unoccupied. Controller shall have the capability to cycle compressor to maintain product temperature at a maximum desired level. Setting
of this maximum temperature level is up to the user. Due to the potential for damage to perishable products, freezer space vending equipment as well as vending equipment
dispensing any perishable products are excluded from this program.

Night Covers for Displays: To be eligible for incentives, the Covers must be applied to low and medium temperature, open cases (horizontal or vertical). Covers must be applied
aminimum of 6 hours per day. New or retrofit applications are eligible.
